LIVING AT FRANKLIN

Living on campus in one of the eight residences is an integral part of the
Franklin experience. It not only enriches your connection to your peers, but it
also plays a vital role in your academic involvement.

There are eight residence halls at Franklin, and each one has a trained Resident Assistant. Resident
Assistants are part of the Office of Student Life, and work to ensure that your living experience at
Franklin is as optimal as possible and that you live in a safe and enriching space.

The University requires all new incoming students who are not residing with their parents or legal
guardians to live in a university residence - each semester, about 88% of our students live on-
campus.
